Cast: Lauren, Hannah, Derek

HANNAH and DEREK are talking to each other as LAUREN enters.
HANNAH: Hi, Lauren.

LAUREN: (Looks upset) Hi.

DEREK: What's the matter?

LAUREN: Oh, | just can’t believe it. My uncle is really sick. My aunt took him
to the hospital yesterday, and they don’t know if he is going to be OK.

HANNAH: What happened?

LAUREN: He’s my favorite uncle. It doesn’t seem fair. Why would God do
this?
