•	 Divide the class into two teams: Team Jonah and Team Nahum. Give each team its appropriate sign.

•	 Read the statements below. Teams will discuss if the statement refers to the prophet Jonah’s ministry or the prophet 
Nahum’s ministry to Nineveh.

•	 Teams will hold up their sign. 

•	 Discuss the answers as you go along.

Who was the prophet when these things occurred in Nineveh? Was it Nahum or Jonah?

1.	 Nineveh was wicked. The people worshipped false gods. (Answer: Both)

2.	 God sent me to deliver a message of His judgment and destruction. (Answer: Both)

3.	 The people heard the message and turned from their evil ways to worship the one true God. (Answer: Jonah)

4.	 The Lord did not destroy the people of Nineveh. (Answer: Jonah)

5.	 The people of Nineveh would not listen to God’s message. They would not turn from evil. They still wor-
shipped many false gods. (Answer: Nahum)

6.	 The Lord destroyed Nineveh. (Answer: Nahum)

7.	 He spoke God’s Word to the wicked people of Nineveh. (Answer: Both)

8.	 God sent him to Nineveh first. And the people of Nineveh listened to him and turned from their evil 
ways. (Answer: Jonah)

9.	 God sent him to Nineveh 100 years after the first prophet. The people did not turn back to God. (Answer: 

Nahum)

10.	He told the people to repent or disaster would come on their city from the Lord of hosts! (Answer: Both)
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
