
Paul’s Journey Game Teacher Guide

INSTRUCTIONS
Place the ten Paul’s Journey Game City Signs around the room. 
Divide the class into two or more teams depending on the class 
size. Each team will select one person to be “Paul” for that team. 
The “Pauls” will stand by the #1 Start sign. Read the names on 
the signs reminding the students where Paul’s second journey 
took him. Ask the first team a question. If the students answer 
correctly, their “Paul” should move to the next city sign. If the 
students answer incorrectly, their “Paul” may not move. Ask 
the other team the same question. If the students answer it 
correctly their “Paul” may move AND that same team will also 
get a new question. The first team to reach the #10 Finish sign 
AND answer the question correctly at the finish sign, wins. If 
there is extra time, you may want to switch teams and “Pauls” 
and play again. Or, have the entire team “travel” together as 
they answer the questions.

PAUL’S JOURNEY GAME QUESTIONS
Ask these questions during the Paul’s Journey Game. Allow teams to use 
their class notes, posters, lesson illustrations, and Bibles, if necessary.

1.	 Who traveled with Paul on his second missionary 
journey? Silas. 

2.	 What was the name of the city we talked about 
today? Philippi.

3.	 After Paul and Silas got to Philippi, where did 
they go on the Sabbath day? Choose one. A. The 
Temple. B. By the river. C. The synagogue. Answer: B. 
By the river.

4.	 Who was by the river praying? A group of women. 

5.	 What was the woman’s name who believed the 
gospel? Lydia. 

6.	 Who opened Lydia’s heart and helped her under-
stand what Paul said about Jesus? God.

7.	 What kind of cloth did Lydia sell? Purple cloth.

8.	 Trouble soon followed Paul. Where did he end 
up? In prison.

9.	 What did Paul and Silas do while they were in the 
prison? Choose one. A. Wrote letters. B. Cried. 
C. Prayed and sang hymns. Answer: C. Prayed and sang 
hymns.

10.	Who were listening to Paul and Silas pray and 
sing in the prison? The other prisoners. 

11.	What did God do at the prison that night? He sent 
an earthquake.

12.	What happened in the prison during the earth-
quake? Choose one. A. Everyone escaped. B. The 
doors flew open and the chains came loose. C. 
The guard ran away. Answer: B. The doors flew open and 
the chains came loose.

13.	Why was the guard going to kill himself with his 
sword? He thought the prisoners had escaped, and he would be 
in BIG trouble. 

14.	What did the guard ask Paul and Silas? “What must I 
do to be saved?”

15.	How did Paul answer the guard? How can we be 
saved from our sins? “Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and 
you will be saved.”

16.	What did the guard do after Paul told him about 
Jesus? He believed and was baptized. 

17.	Who did Paul always speak boldly about? Jesus.

18.	What does our memory verse call the gospel? 
What message is it? The message of the Cross.

19.	What “cross” is Paul talking about in our memory 
verse? The Cross where Jesus died.
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
