Characters: King Hezekiah—wears a white crown; King of Assyria—wears a black crown; Isaiah;
People of the city

Teacher: King Hezekiah was a very good king. He loved God and wanted all the people to love God,
too.

King Hezekiah: Wave, smile, bow.

Teacher: One day the bad king of Assyria sent a message to King Hezekiah and his people.
King of Assyria: |//alk in next to King Hezekiah.

Teacher: The bad king told the people to leave good King Hezekiah.

King of Assyria say: “Leave good King Hezekiah. Follow me.”

Teacher: The bad king told the people that King Hezekiah was not a powerful king.

King of Assyria say: “King Hezekiah is not powerful!”

Teacher: The bad king told the people not to trust the Lord as good King Hezekiah wanted them to.
He said God couldn’t protect them. Then he went away.

King of Assyria say to the people: “Don’t trust God! God can’t protect you! Follow me!” King Goes
away.
